Vajpayee
e He is also known as the son of Gwalior. Gwalior Gaurav Diwas is celebrated on
25th December.

International Year of millets 2023

e The Government of India sponsored the proposal for International Year of
Millets (IYM) 2023 which was accepted by the United Nations General Assembly
(UNGA).

e The declaration has been instrumental for the Government of India to be at the
forefront in celebrating the IYM. PM Narendra Modi has also shared his vision
to make IYM 2023 a ‘People’s Movement’ alongside positioning India as the
‘Global Hub for Millets’.

e Recognising the enormous potential of Millets, which also aligns with several
UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), the Government of India (Gol) has
prioritized Millets. In April 2018, Millets were rebranded as “Nutri Cereals”,
followed by the year 2018 being declared as the National Year of Millets, aiming
at larger promotion and demand generation. The global millets market is
projected to register a CAGR of 4.5% during the forecast period between 2021-
2026

Global Family Day 2023 celebrates on January 1st.

e Global Family Day is celebrated on January 1, each year. The day creates a
sense of unity, community and brotherhood across nations and cultures
through the idea of families.

e This day is celebrated to discourage unwarranted negative attitudes towards
other cultures, nations, which may breed hatred, encourage social aloofness
and lead to violence.

World Day of War Orphans 2023
e The World Day of War Orphans is observed on January 6 every year with an
aim to raise awareness about children orphaned in wars.
e These children are subjected to hardships that are more than just physical
neglect after losing their caregivers. It is an important event to note that the
aftermaths of war are not just harsh on a single part of the society..



Nation celebrates 17th Pravasi Bhartiya Divas on 9th January 2023

e NRI Day is formally observed on 9 January to celebrate the day when Mahatma
Gandhi returned from South Africa to Mumbai, India.

e The day is celebrated to acknowledge the contribution of the non-resident
Indian community in helping in the development of the country.

e Pravasi Bharatiya Divas 2023 has conducted in Indore, Madhya Pradesh, from
8-10 January, 2023.

National Road Safety Week 2023 is celebrated from January 11 to 17.
e Ministry of Road Transport & Highways, Government of India is observing the
Road Safety Week from 11th to 17th January 2023, under “Swachhata
Pakhwada”, to propagate the cause of safer roads for all.

7th Armed Forces Veterans Day celebrates on 14 January 2023.

e The Armed Forces Veterans Day is celebrated on 14th January since 1953, the
First Indian Commander in Chief (C-in-C) of Indian Army- Field Marshal KM
Cariappa, who led Indian Forces to Victory in the 1947 war, had formally
retired from the Services.

e The Day is celebrated as Armed Forces Veterans Day and dedicated to our
esteemed Veterans.



Indian Army Day

e The 75th Army Day will be a first-of-its-kind event, taking place outside Delhi
ever since the celebrations started in 1949.

e India celebrates Army Day on January 15 every year to commemorate the
achievements of the first Indian Commander in Chief of the Indian Army —
General (later Field Marshal) K.M. Cariappa.

e The Army Day is celebrated every year to honor Cariappa and the defence
forces.

e Until last year, the main Army Day parade was held at the Cariappa Parade
ground in Delhi where Service Chiefs paid homage to the Indian Army.

e The Army Day Parade showcases the evolution of various weapon systems held
in the Indian Army’s inventory.

e Soldiers are also awarded with Gallantry awards and Sena medals on the day.

Army Day 2023:

e This year marks the 75th anniversary of Indian Army Day.

e As part of an initiative to take major events to other parts of the country, away
from the national capital region, the 75th Army Day was held in Bengaluru this
year.

Who was Field Marshal KM Cariappa?

e He was the First Indian Commander-in-Chief of the Indian Army and led the
Indian forces on the Western Front during the Indo-Pakistan War of 1947.

e He is one of the two Indian Army officers to hold the highest rank of Field
Marshal (the other being Field Marshal Sam Manekshaw).

National Startup Day 2023
e 16th January, the founding day of Startup India is commemmorated as the
National Startup Day. The event is being celebrated since 2022. Prime Minister
Narendra Modi made the announceent last year by calling startups as backbone
of new India.

18th National Disaster Response Force Day celebrates on 19th January 2023
e The day has been celebrated on this day since 2006 when the rescue force was
officially formed. The specialised, multi-skilled rescue force is made up of
battalions from the Border Security Force (BSF), Central Reserve Police Force

citizens and encourage them to participate in the electoral process.

International Customs Day 2023 - 26th January

e The World Customs Organisation (WCO) marks International Customs Day on
26th January every year. The occasion commemorates the WCO’s maiden
session held in 1953.

e This year, the theme of International Customs Day is ‘Nurturing the next
generation: Promoting a culture of knowledge-sharing and professional pride in
Customs.” With this, the aim is to heighten the sense of belonging to the global
Customs community.



Data Privacy Day observed on 28 January 2023.
e Data Protection Day, or Data Privacy Day, is celebrated on January 28. The aim

Martyr’s Day (Shaheed Diwas) 2023: Mahatma Gandhi death Anniversary.

e On this day in 1948, Gandhi was assassinated by Nathuram Godse in the
compound of Birla House after one of his routine multi-faith prayer meetings.

e Godse, a member of Hindu Mahasabha, blamed Gandhi for favouring the
Muslim community during the partition of India in 1947. It is said that the last
words Gandhi uttered were “Hey Ram"

World Leprosy Day
World Leprosy Day is observed on the last Sunday of January every year.
About World Leprosy Day:
e In India, it is observed on 30th January every year, coinciding with the death
anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi.
e The theme of World Leprosy Day 2023 is “Act Now. End Leprosy.

World Wetlands Day

e Recently, the State Governments and Union Territory administrations in India

celebrated World Wetlands Day (WWD) at all 75 Ramsar.
About World Wetlands Day:

e World Wetlands Day is observed on 2nd February every year all over the world
to commemorate the signing of the Ramsar Convention on Wetlands of
International Importance in 1971.

e India is a party to the Convention since 1982 and has so far declared 75
wetlands as Ramsar sites covering 23 states and Union Territories.

e At present, the state of Tamil Nadu has a maximum number of Ramsar sites
(14), followed by UP which has 10 numbers of Ramsar sites.

e The 2023 theme for World Wetlands Day is Wetland Restoration.



World Cancer Day 2023.

e World Cancer Day 2023: Each year on February 4, World Cancer Day is
celebrated worldwide. It is believed to have brought everyone together in the
fight against cancer. World Cancer Day seeks to save millions of lives by
educating the public, promoting awareness, and pressuring individuals and
governments around the world to take action every year.

e 2024 Theme: Close the Care Gap: Everyone Deserves Access to Cancer Care.

World Pulses Day 2023
e Every year World Pulses Day is celebrated on February 10 with an aim to
spread awareness about the nutritional and environmental benefits of pulses as
part of sustainable food production.
e In 2019, the UN General Assembly dedicated a day to Pulses to increase
awareness and access to pulses globally. Pulses also known as legumes, are
considered as global foods, and are produced in almost every country

e The National Deworming Day is observed in all states and union territories on
February 10 every year, with a mop-up day on February 15. Some states also
conduct a bi-annual round on August 10, depending on the worm prevalence in
their state.

e However, based on previous themes and the ongoing focus of the program,
some potential themes for NDD 2024 could be: “Eliminate STH: Invest in a
healthier future for children.“Together, we can deworm our future.” “STH-free
children: A healthy and productive workforce for India.

International Day of Women and Girls in Science 2023 observed on 11 February.
e The United Nations General Assembly has designated February 11 as the
International Day of Women and Girls in Science to recognise the significant
contribution that women make to the fields of science and technology.
e The United Nations Sustainable Development Goals 2030 also lays out gender
equality in science as an essential component of the agenda.

World Unani Day 2023
e World Unani Day is observed on February 11 every year to commemorate the
birth anniversary of social reformer and renowned Unani scholar Hakim Ajmal
Khan, widely regarded as the pioneer of Unani medicine in India.

International Childhood Cancer Day 2023

e International Childhood Cancer Day (ICCD) is observed on February 15 every
year.

e The day was observed by the Childhood Cancer International, an umbrella
organisation of various child cancer support groups created by parents.

e The day is dedicated to raising awareness and showing support for children and
adolescents suffering from cancer. Despite all the advancements in science,
childhood cancer remains the leading cause of death by disease among
children.

and offers an alternative to sustainable development, as a possible recovery
from tourism induced stress.

World Day of Social Justice.
e World day of social justice is observed annually on February 20
e The main goal of this day is to raise a voice against social injustice and to bring
together diverse communities around the world in an effort to eradicate poverty,



physical discrimination, gender inequalities, religious discrimination and
illiteracy, and create a society that is socially integrated.

World Scout Day
